“It’s not all that simple in our kingdom…” And it would seem to be easy to organize Koryu seminar, but there is always circumstances and persons who counteract to development and formation of something new.
So in the beginning of 2013 year we managed to talk with a big man and politician in iaido – Hopson sensei, who thoughtfully and thoroughly settled a question about assistance to MkkI club in organization of Koryu seminar. All formalities were taken into account and all circumstances which can interfere the seminar were overcome. Aad van de Wijngaart sensei has kindly agreed to conduct this Koryu seminar. The seminar was opened to everybody who interested in it. 

The question of learning Koryu is sufficiently difficult and specific. From many schools and styles of Iai we should learn only one for which our heart strives, which has the past, the present and the future, which is supported by wide community of iaido practitioners and has its own school network with a head sensei of the style.
Muso Shinden Ryu style is learned in MkkI club for a long time. Understanding of philosophy of this school leaves its mark on iaido practiced in MkkI club. Preliminary we agreed that everybody who would like to participate in the seminar should know the names and geometry of Koryu forms and have a common understanding of this Koryu style.
During the seminar we had a good look at the following topics:

·  Omori Ryu

·  Hasegawa Eishin Ryu

·  Okuiai tachi-waza

It must be noted that not all of the members of MkkI club coped with this difficult task. Intensive trainings during the several months do not allow our club to present in the seminar in full strength. But when the aim is more difficult, then the work towards achievement of this aim is more intensive and goal-seeking.
From the first minutes of the seminar we feel the warm-heartedness and willingness of Aad sensei to make clear details and spirit of Koryu forms. He explained them so simply and so naturally. Koryu forms of Muso Shinden Ryu of Ishido sensei imprinted in our hearts by smooth and clear layers. The understanding of principles, main tasks and aims in learning of this Koryu style was borning.
Undoubtedly, it is not possible to learn all aspects of Koryu during one seminar. But we have seen the whole world of movements and spirit of Ishido sensei school.
The time spent on the seminar was full of friendliness and creative understanding. The main work of MkkI club towards understanding of its way in Koryu world is before it. Many hours of trainings, searching and understanding are ahead of us. Aad sensei is a talented teacher and tutor, thanks to him MkkI club clearly sees its way of development in the future.
